In this issue we observed Year 4 and their teacher, Ms Purves. We created a list of criteria which they 
needed to achieve in order to live up to Ashmoleõs high standards. We must say that they were an 
exceptional class and they truly were an outstanding year group. We hope you enjoy reading about

In the lesson we witnessed, Year 4 children were all contributing and raising their hands while the 
teacher added opportunities for competition. The children were on task and very quiet, allowing others 
to work. Whilst learning their nine times tables, the pupils were accessing their right to education. The 
teacher was making the input interesting for pupils as well as adding a bit of 
humour to the lesson. The presentation in the pupilsõ books was exceptionally
